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This program is designed for students who aim to further their English mastery by studying

overseas. In this program, students will learn expressions for proper communication in every

aspect of overseas life, thus becoming accustomed in communicating with native speakers on a

daily basis. The aim of this program is to acquire communication techniques, such as responding

and reacting appropriately when confronted in different situations, by means of role playing

BROBS and various activities that promote effective communication. With this in mind, the students
will be able to live comfortably without the language barrier that usually hinders comprehension
and understanding.
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You will be confronted with various situations while living overseas. If there are words or expressions that you couldn't
grasp in any material given to you, check in advance the definitions and nuances attached to them so that you can understand
the content in time for the lesson. Also, actively participate in activities such as role plays and group work for effective
pplication of concepts taught in class.
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The purpose of this program is to equip students with the necessary skills to quickly and accurately grasp concepts taught in
the classroom and appropriately apply them to different instances in order to communicate smoothly while living and studying abroad.
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1. Grasp the meaning of basic English words and expressions that are used frequently in daily life when studying abroad (1st-11th)
2. Catch the basic pronunciation and intonation characteristics of English, and use them in communication. (1st-15th)
3. Participate in natural conversations while properly using parts of speech and tense. (1st-11th)
4. Appropriately construct basic affirmative sentences, negative sentences, and interrogative sentences. (1st-11th)
5. Write sentences logically and coherently.(1st-15th)
6. Understand the cultural and linguistic similarities and differences between the native tongue and the target language.
7. Apply various concepts learned through group work and role plays. (1st-11th)
8. Communicate autonomously with others with different cultural backgrounds. (1st-11th)
9. Convey one's thoughts logically to others with different cultural backgrounds. (1st-11th)
10. Confidently construct English sentences, conversational sentences, and expressions brought up in the class, and look up the meaning and
grammar of the words using dictionaries and reference books. (1st-15th)
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Lesson topics and material may change depending on the class level and progress made in the lesson. Those changes and more detailed information will be announced in class.
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Classes will be conducted according to the unit of the textbook, so be sure to bring it with you to each class. The order of units may change depending on the need to do so.
In that case, we will inform you in class.
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Students are allowed to use a mobile phone to search English words and expressions to catch up with the lessons; however, if instructors find that students are browsing
unrelated websites, exchanging messages, or doing any other activity which disturbs their classmates' study, students could get a warning or even get a lower assessment score.
The same guideline applies to laptops.
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Students must complete homework and assignment by their deadline.
