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For communicative English in the university level, students must improve their conversation skills,

usage of expressions, and pronunciation.

In class, the students will practice using a variety of techniques to cover those skills.

. Be able to listen to and practice basic pronunciation and intonation at word and sentence levels. (Lesson 1-15)

. Be able to use basic parts of speech and tenses accurately. (Lesson 1-11)

. Be able to create proper basic sentence patterns. (Lesson 1-11)

. Be able to properly make basic declarative sentences, negative sentences, and interrogative sentences. (Lesson 1-11)

. Summarize one's own opinions on specific topics and write them in 5 sentences or more. (Lesson 12)

. Present one's own opinions based on written English sentences created in class. (Lesson 12)

. Understand the questioning tendency, composition, and characteristics of each part of the TOEIC Bridge,

and recognize the skills required for each part. (Lesson 14, 15)

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Students must complete homework and assignment by their deadline.
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If students are absent or late, it becomes their responsibility to confirm homework assignments or other material covered
in the missed class.

Being absent or late is no excuse for incomplete work.
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In this course, most exercises will involve the four core language skills: reading, writing, speaking, and listening.
A variety of interactive activities will be employed as well.

Students must actively participate in each activity and cooperate with each other to complete the exercises.
